A state-certified stage dancer, Alexandra Georgieva has worked for Europe’s biggest 
and most modern show palace since 1990. She has directed the theatre’s ballet 
ensemble since the summer of 2008. Located at Friedrichstrasse 107, the ballet 
ensemble is the only one of its kind worldwide. “Dance is a unique form of expression,” 
says Alexandra Georgieva. “That’s why I really look forward to discovering young, 
diverse talents and to doing so in such an enjoyable way.” 

Internationally, TANZOLYMP is regarded as a “trading floor” for young talents. 
Scholarships for leading ballet schools are awarded, making it possible for festival 
winners and exceptional talents to be trained at professional theatre and dance schools.
